CENTER OF THE NATION APPALOOSA HORSE CLUB FUTURITY RULES

2004 Weanling Halter Futurity

For the year 2004 the futurity will be open to all weanlings registered with the ApHC who have met the following criteria:

1.) The owner must be member of the CON ApHC and the Appaloosa Horse Club of America

2.) The person making the nomination must be the owner or leasee of the dam at the time of the nomination.

3.) Nomination fee is $25.00 and is due on January 1st.

4.) Nomination must list the name and registration number of the sire and dam.

5.) Weanling’s payments are as follows: first sustaining payment due on April 1st will be $25.00 and the final payment due on July 1st will be $25.00.  Late payments may be made by doubling only the payments missed.  No payments will be accepted after July 15th.

6.) The weanling halter class will be divided into colt and filly classes.

2005, 2006, & 2007 Weanling, Yearling, 2year old, & 3 year old futruity

1.) For the year 2005, the futurity will become a closed futurity for weanlings.  The weanling must be sired by a CON nominated and approved stallion with the exception of yearlings which were shown as weanlings in the 2004 futurity and for whom the sustaining payments have been made for 2005.

2.) For the year 2006, the futurity will be closed to both weanlings and yearlings with the exception of 2004 foals who are now being shown as 2 year olds and for whom the sustaining payments have remained current.

3.) 2004 stallions, fillies and geldings will remain as an open futurity.  Those eligible must have been nominated as weanlings in 2004.   Payments are as follows firs payment due on April 1 of the appropriate year will be $25.00; the final payment due July 1 of the appropriate year will be $25.00.  Late payments may be made by doubling only the payments missed.

4.) The owner and exhibitors must be members of the CON ApHC and the Appaloosa Horse Club of America.

5.) The classes for 2005 offered will be closed Weanling Halter- 2005 colts and fillies, Open for Yearling Halter- Colt, Fillies, and Geldings, Yearling Lounge Line that were nominated in 2004,

6.) The Classes for 2006 will be a closed futurity for Weanling Halter- colts & fillies, Yearlings Halter- colts, fillies, and geldings and yearling lounge line.  The 2006 classes will be open for 2 year old Halter Stallion, Fillies, and Geldings, Western Pleasure and English Pleasure that were nominated in 2004

7.) The classes for 2007 will be an open futurity for Weanlings Halter – colts & fillies, Yearling Halter Colts, Fillies, and Geldings, yearling lounge line, 2 year old Halter Colts, Fillies, and Geldings, Western Pleasure and English Pleasure, 3 year old Halter Stallion, Fillies, & Geldings, Western Pleasure and English Pleasure.  However only the get from stallions whose stallion services were donated and sold on the stallion auction in prior years will be eligible for the extra money raised from the sale of those stallion services.

Futurity Rules

1.) Select Appaloosa Sires whose services have been donated, accepted and successfully auctioned through the Center of the Nation Appaloosa Horse Club each year.  All stallions must be nominated to be sold by November 15th of each year and all bids must be submitted by March 15th of each year.

2.) The minimum bid for an approved stallion service will be $150.00 or ½ of the normal breeding fee whichever is greater.

3.) If no one buys the stallion service, the owner must buy the breeding back in order to maintain their stallion’s eligibility.

4.) The stallion owner donating the service will receive one free foal nomination; sustaining fees must still be paid.  The successful purchaser of the breeding will also receive one free foal nomination; sustaining fees must still be paid.  In the circumstance that the mare would come up open from the breeding, the mare owner has the following year to use that free foal nomination from that stallion service.  If the stallion owner does not use the free foal nomination for the intended year the nomination will be forfeited.  Notification must be in writing to the futurity chairperson if mare nomination is not used
5.) All fees collected will be returned to the winning participants less an office charge not to exceed 25% of all fees collected.  The top ten places will be paid as follows:

6.) Money will be added to the purse for all classed from the proceeds of the stallion service auction as it is available each year.

7.) 10% of all futurity payback will be deducted from the exhibitors check and returned to the stallion (sire) owner.  Stallion owner to be defined as the owner who donated the service that resulted in the offspring winning the payback.

8.) No refunds of nomination or entry fees.  Once fees are paid to enter a class, fees are nontransferable.  Owner may pay to enter another class with the penalties applying (double all payments missed) No payments accepted after July 15th without prior consent of the Futurity chairperson.
9.) If the animal entered in the futurity is sold, its futurity rights go with it, if the new owner complies with the rules. It is the responsibility of the previous owner to notify the futurity chairperson and notify the new owners of the futurity.

10.) The futurity committee, with the help of the Board of Directors shall handle any unforeseen circumstances that may arise and their ruling shall be binding and final.

11.) The Center of the Nation Appaloosa Horse Club Futurity classes will be held at the Sioux Empire Fair Appaloosa Horse Show.

12.) Rules will be reviewed each year and are subjected to change.

13.) All Mare care, all expenses (if applicable) and arrangements are between the stallion and mare owner.  The Futurity committee is not responsible.

14.) All payout checks will be mailed to the winners within 6 weeks of the event.

15.) It is the responsibility of any Stallion owner whose stallion sold on the auction to supply the Futurity chairperson with a list of the mare bred by Dec 1 so the chairperson can let mare owner know of their mare’s eligibility.  The following information should be included: name of mare, owner name and complete address.

16.) All correspondence regarding nominations need to include name of foal (if known) sex of foal, mares name and stallion’s name.

17.) All futurity payment needs to be mailed to the futurity chairperson unless other arrangements made with the chairperson.

18.)  All horses participating in the futurity must have regular registration papers with the exception of weanlings.  They may show with non-characteristic registration but registration  must be advanced to regular registration by their yearling year.

Judging

1.) Two judges shall judge all CON futurity classes.

2.) The two judges shall not visit, communicate or have contact with each other prior to or during judging of futurity classes.

3.) Markings shall be made by each judge for each class, placing the class to 10 places (first through tenth)

4.) In the case of a tie, the winnings of the places will be combined and divided between the horses involved in the tie.
5.) Each judge shall be presented with a set of judging rules well in advance of the show.  Rules will be observed to the letter and it will be the duty and responsibility of the Futurity Committee to enforce these rules
